
If we are approved for Group Housing, when will we find out our
floor and room assignment?
Once applications are approved, each group will be
assigned an area/wing.  Each resident
will need to submit their $300 housing deposit and will be
provided a link to complete the electronic housing agreement. 

Group Housing Deposits and Housing Agreements
must be submitted by February 21, 2023.  
 
Placement for Group Housing will occur on February 22, 2023 and
students will be notified of their room assignment a few days
after placement has occurred.
 
 If you participate in Group Housing, you will not participate in
the Room Lottery.

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The lottery is based on Academic Standing. CurrentJuniors and up will be placed first, then currentSophomores followed by current Freshmen.
There are a limited number of single and triple roomsavailable.
Any students unable to receive a lottery number orroom assignment will be placed on a waiting list andnotified if rooms become available.
Students unable to receive a lottery number dueto lack of availability can request a refund oftheir Housing Deposit.
All freshmen and sophomores are required to live oncampus in accordance with the Duquesne UniversityCampus Residency Policy. 

Deposits and Housing Agreements must be submitted by March 8,
2023.  Lottery numbers will be randomly generated and distributed
on March 10, 2023.  

Students and their roommate will be placed using the better of their
lottery numbers.  In Vickroy and Des Places, you will be allowed to
request a full suite based on the best lottery number among the
residents choosing to live in that suite.   Vickroy and Des Places
rooms may only be assigned as full rooms or full suites.  

Residence Life staff will assign rooms on March 15 and 16, 2023.
Students will be notified of their room assignment by March 31, 2023.
